Introduction 
             From 9 January 2013, a new requirement within building regulations has been introduced in response to Article 6 (new buildings) of Directive 2010/31/EU on the Energy Performance of Buildings –

This is a procedural change which is implemented to encourage awareness, within the design process, of the benefits of high-efficiency alternative systems such as:-

(a) Decentralised energy supply systems based on energy from renewable sources; 

(b) Cogeneration; 

(c) District or block heating or cooling, particularly where it is based entirely or partially on energy from renewable sources; 

              (d) Heat pumps.
This requirement applies to new buildings only, and is relevant to systems specified in relation to standards 6.3 (heating systems) and, where mechanical cooling is proposed, standard 6.6 (mechanical ventilation and air conditioning) and also to use of low or zero carbon generating technologies which contribute to meeting emissions targets set under standard 6.1 (carbon dioxide emissions).
When does this requirement apply? 
A statement on how these technologies were considered should accompany each application for building warrant for a new building made on or after 9 January 2013. 
What should applicants do where this requirement applies? 
When submitting a building warrant, applicants should include a short design statement identifying how the technologies identified in the Directive were discussed and considered as options during the design process and the outcome of that process as shown in submitted proposals
