LATE HOURS CATERING

CONDITIONS

1)
The Trader will provide suitable and sufficient litter bins in the premises to the satisfaction of Dumfries and Galloway Council as Licensing Authority and will ensure that, at the end of trading hours, all discarded foodstuffs and packaging is placed in litter receptacles.

2)
The Trader shall ensure, in so far as is practicable, that the undertaking is not managed or operated in such a manner as to give reasonable cause for annoyance to neighbouring residents, or does not have a detrimental effect on the public order and tranquillity of the immediate and surrounding area.   In this regard, the Council may suspend any Licence in circumstances where, due to any matter associated with the operation of the premises, annoyance or nuisance is created.

3) 
The Trader must notify the Council immediately if he is convicted of any offence in terms of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982, during the period of this licence.  The Council may suspend a Licence during the interim period between the commencement of criminal proceedings and disposal at court.

4)
The Trader will be required to institute and maintain fire precautions to an established standard approved by the Chief Fire Officer. 

5)     
The Licence holder will be obliged to comply with the directions of the police to close the premises immediately should a serious situation develop.

6)
The Council may suspend / revoke any Licence where the holder does not comply with any of these conditions.
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
