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What is Fairtrade?
Fairtrade is a different way of doing 

business and a growing international 

movement for change. Fairtrade seeks 

to put humanity back into international 

trade through our everyday decisions. 

By choosing products with the Fairtrade 

Mark you can be sure that:

•	 a fair price has been given to the 

producer.

•	 a little extra has been paid to 

the producer groups to invest in 

their communities, environment 

or strengthening their business 

(projects are chosen democratically 

by farmers and workers).

•	 workers’ rights and environmental 

standards are met.

There are over 4500 different Fairtrade 

products available in the UK including 

beauty products, beans, beer, cakes, 

chutney and pickle, clothing, coffee, 

cotton, flowers, fruit, honey, ice-cream, 

juice, nuts, oil, peas, sports balls, spreads, 

sugar, sweets, tea and wine.



What is being done to promote Fairtrade?
Individuals and groups work hard to promote 

Fairtrade in Dumfries and Galloway. The work 

of local Fairtrade Groups in Castle Douglas, 

Dumfries, Dunscore, Kirkcudbright and Wigtown 

has been recognised by the Fairtrade Foundation 

who awarded each place with the title of 

‘Fairtrade Town’. Campaigners are united in their 

efforts across the region too and hope this will 

be recognised with an award of ‘Fairtrade Zone’ 

status for Dumfries and Galloway. 

To achieve Fairtrade Zone status, campaigners need 

to meet five goals. Steps that have been taken to 

reach each of these goals are detailed below. 

Goal 1: Local Authority support

Dumfries and Galloway Council strives to be 

recognised as a council that actively supports and 

promotes the concept of Fairtrade, ensuring that 

producers in developing countries get a fair price 

for their goods and labour. 

Where possible, Fairtrade products are purchased 

and form part of the hospitality provided at 

meetings.

The Council is a member of the Scottish Fair Trade 

Forum and provides officer and in-kind support to 

Fairtrade Groups across the region. 

Teaching staff are educating young people about 

Fairtrade and some schools have achieved a 

Fairtrade school award.

The Council promotes Fairtrade Fortnight to 

its employees every February and encourages 

supportive activities to take place within the 

workplace. It does this in the hope that employees 

will purchase Fairtrade products regularly.

Goal 2: Fairtrade product availability in 

shops and cafes

Some outlets in Dumfries and Galloway, which 

serve or sell Fairtrade products, display Fairtrade 

stickers and literature for customers. Directories 

have been produced by local Fairtrade Groups 

which provide details of outlets where Fairtrade 

products can be purchased.

Goal 3: Business and organisational use of 

Fairtrade products

Information about Fairtrade has been distributed 

to businesses across the region and Fairtrade 

Groups have given presentations to the Chamber 

of Commerce, Dumfries and Galloway College and 

Rotary Clubs to showcase the range of products 

and the commercial benefit of being a Fairtrade 

business.

Loch Arthur Camphill Community, located at 

Beeswing, has become the flagship employer for 

Fairtrade in the region.
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Loch Arthur Farm Shop and Café has grown 

out of the productive efforts of a diverse and 

vibrant Camphill Community, where adults with 

learning disabilities take part in meaningful work 

and make a positive contribution to the local 

community. 

Their Creamery began life over 30 years ago from 

a simple need to utilise the surplus organic milk 

from its small herd of dairy cows. It produces a 

range of hard and soft unpasteurised cheeses and 

yoghurt which have won numerous prestigious 

awards both nationally and internationally. With 

the addition of a Farm Shop (which sells the root 

vegetables, leafy greens and salad crops grown in 

the Farm, Greenhouses and Walled Garden) it has 

grown significantly and now boasts an in-house 

Butchery, Bakery and Cafe.

In addition to its own produce (meat, cheeses, 

breads, cereals, cakes, pies and biscuits) it stocks a 

wide range of speciality organic, local, Fairtrade, 

fairly traded and ethically sourced food and drink 

and an array of household, beauty and craft 

products.

The Café offers a range of daily specials and will 

always have vegetarian, gluten and dairy free 

options available as well as Fairtrade and fairly 

traded teas, coffees and organic juices.

Loch Arthur’s highest accolades include being 

awarded Best Producer within the BBC Food and 

Farming Awards and it recently won the Artisan 

Food Category in the Scottish Rural Awards. 

Goal 4: The media and general public

Fairtrade is celebrated and promoted through 

activities and events held throughout the year, 

particularly during Fairtrade Fortnight.

Local Fairtrade Groups have Facebook and Twitter 

pages which are used to share information and 

details of events and many articles appear in the 

local press. 

Goal 5: Working together to sustain 

momentum

A Regional Steering Group comprising 

representatives from local Fairtrade Groups, 

Dumfries and Galloway Council and the flagship 

employer, Loch Arthur Camphill Community, 

has been established and is working to promote 

Fairtrade across the region. 

One way it’s promoting Fairtrade is through this 

newsletter which is being sent to its network 

of over 200 organisations and businesses. If you 

don’t receive this directly but would like to in 

future then please let us know!
