	Name: We wish to extend the lease for a further 25 years, from 2020, as it stands, with one amendment, namely to remove the land occupied by the hockey pitch, which lies between the 3G pitch and the car park. The hockey pitch is now defined, following recent fencing and car park extension, by the grass pitch area within the newly fenced area to the east, the car park to the north, the 3G pitch fence to the south and the tree line to the west.

The reason for the extension is to facilitate with grant funding for substantial upgrades and improvements to the pavilion building. Grant funders generally require a lease of not less than 10 years and, in some cases more than 20.

The pavilion requires: new double glazed windows, insulation, a new heating system, reflooring, renewal of shower facilities, repainting without, upgrading of the away dressing room and alterations to expand the kitchen area. We also require to improve disabled access to the pavilion. It is the Club's intention in the future to extend the facilities to include female facilities including changing and showering facilities. This will require planning consent in the future.

The 3G pitch and associated facilities are used by several organisations: Newton Stewart FC, Galloway Thistle Youth Football Club, Newton Stewart & Bladnoch Rugby Club and Douglas Ewart High School pupils. It also serves many community groups for football and rugby and also hosts South of Scotland League games, particularly for clubs using grass pitches during bad weather and in the evenings where they do not have there own floodlights.

The pitch is seeing increasing usage, as evidenced, not least of all by the necessity to extend the car parking area.

The facility is becoming more and more a community sports hub and the upgrading of the afore mentioned facilities is a necessity.

Newton Stewart FC has a SLA to run and maintain this facility and the granting of the extending of the lease will ensure that we can carry out the necessary work.
